Yachtsmen in England are very much
interested in the news that Sir Thomas
Lipton has commissioned Alfred Mylne
to (ioaign a challenger for the America's
Cup. According to the Glasgow corres-
pondent of the Breton Herald *' the
commission is the.: outcome oJ a. move-.
meufc which was made" several months
ago to take advantage of- theopportnn-
Ity likely to be afforded by the interna-
tional conference 6n rating rules to
have the whole matter of any America's
cup con test discussed by nenfcral parties.

"It was hoped that ttte delegates 4tja^ -,
it was expected America-would send to
that conference might be so affected by
the universal feeling that they would be
induced to pave the way to a better
understanding than obtains at present.
The refusal actho eleventh hour Co take
;in> olllcial cognixince of the conference
frustrated this-hope,

"It was chiefly in reliance on thia
hope that Mr. Mylne vras commissioned
to go ahead with the designing of a cup
challenger, to be known, naturally, as1

Shamrock IV. This commission. ia, how*
.ever, in a different position to that
from which the designers of the other
challengers started. On previous occa-
sions the way had been cleared of-all
the formidable difficulties before the
matter had advanced to the placing Of s
definite order with the designer. On
this occasion the position is different*
Tbe difficulties which ,have blocked the
way to a reopening of -the contest lor
two years still stand, ami no well
are they recognized chat it remains at
the moment a doubtful question whether
the fourth Shamrock will ever be ad-
vanced from tJhe province of paper and
ink to that of actual form and substance.

" In the meantime all that can be said
in that Mylne in his design is -working
with special eye to the rule of measure-
ment adopted by the conference. The.
order placed with nlm does ndtr neoeaf
sarily mean that the yacht whlchfaeis
designing will ever be built. It means
only that bir Thomas Lipton is ready
and willing to take advantage of the
willingness on the parton th*> Kew York
Yacht Club ~to have the contest continued
under, amend ed rules." v
